With tall ceilings and an open floor plan, the home is filled with light.  The open, all-white kitchen, features top-of-the-line stainless steel appliances. Countertops are white marble.  The home has four bedrooms, four full bathrooms and a half bath. Rudd says the plan features a junior master suite on the main floor and the primary master on the second floor.

The home has a wood-burning fireplace, deep millwork, hardwood floors throughout and a two-car garage attached to the structure by a breezeway.  A large deck provides outdoor living space.  Ceilings are 10 feet high downstairs and 9 feet high upstairs, giving the feel, Evans says, of grand historic homes.
